
City Explores Red Light Cameras for Major Intersections
Since 1997 the City has experienced an increase in the number of traffic collisions involving red light

violations. In particular, traffic collisions at the intersection of Highway 12 and Sunset Avenue have
doubled and most of the violations have resulted in serious injury and property damage.

Over the past year the Police Department has attempted to minimize the various traffic related prob-
lems throughout the city with the addition of warning signs and increased enforcement. However, these
measures have not significantly reduced the danger posed by “red-light runners”. Recently, the depart-
ment has been reviewing the installation of a digital red-light photographic system at several of the
major intersections. The pictures taken of red-light violations are transmitted directly to a processing
center where the citations are developed and then sent to the Police Department for final approval. The
citations are generally mailed to the violator within 48 hours of the actual violation.

The camera records the date, time of day, time elapsed since the signal entered the red phase, and
the speed of a violating vehicle. An electronic flash produces clear images of vehicles under all light
and weather conditions.

The City is hoping to implement this proposal for little or no cost as revenues from violations
should be enough to cover installation and operating costs. The company responsible for the sys-
tem operation will be conducting surveys at all of the major city intersections
over the next several months to determine the need and practicality of the pro-
posed system. The company will then report back to the Police Department which
will then submit their recommendations to the City Council. Pending approval of
the system, the red-light cameras could be installed later this year.
