NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARING 
 

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the City Council of the City of Suisun City (the “City 

Council”), the Suisun City Council Acting as Successor Agency to the Redevelopment Agency 

of the City of Suisun City (the “Agency”), and the Housing Authority of the City of Suisun City 

(the “Authority”) will hold a public hearing to adopt the Fiscal Year 2020/2021 Suisun City, 

General Fund, Successor Agency, and Housing Authority Budget, including any proposed 

revisions to the existing fees and revised Master Fee Schedule.  

 

The following notice is in accordance with the provisions of Sections 66016 through 66018 of 

the California Government Code, (advance notification of fee increases). 

 

The City Council, Agency and the Authority may consider an increase in fees as part of the 

budget adoption process.  Any proposed increases are suggested to go into effect 60 days after 

approval. 

 

The City Council, Agency, and Authority Boards will conduct a public hearing and may 

adopt resolutions approving the budget and any proposed increase in fees charged at a 

joint meeting of the Suisun City Council, Successor Agency, and Housing Authority at 6:30 

p.m., on Tuesday, June 23, 2020, at the Suisun City Council Chambers, 701 Civic Center 

Boulevard, Suisun City, California.  (Based on the current state of emergency, and in 

accordance with Governor Newsom’s Executive Order No. 29-20, this hearing may be held over 

Zoom; in the event the meeting is held over Zoom, instructions on participating will be provided 

in the meeting agenda notification). 

 

All interested parties are invited to attend and comment upon any proposed increases.  Data 

calculating the cost of providing those services and reasonable fees based on those costs will be 

available for review at City Hall beginning June 9, 2020.
