D. CONSENT CALENDAR

Approval of Minutes:
The minutes of December 3, 2014 meeting were approved with a 4-0 vote. Motion to
approve made by Vice-chair John Pierce and seconded by Commissioner Al Gacosta.

E. GENERAL BUSINESS

1. Lawler Ranch Park Review: Mick Jessop discussed the suggested changes to the
Lawler Ranch blueprints. Some of the items discussed: The elevation of the
basketball court is 12 higher on the east side and the question was asked if the
retaining wall can be on the west; the trees in the dog area was discussed and was
left in, the trees in the turf area should be moved to an alternate area as the add
alternate turf suspension line moves, the drinking/doggie fountain should be near the
staging area, move the picnic area to the east side of the basketball court, and the
restroom enclosure was moved to the west and east for easier clean out access, the
fence on the west side of the basketball court was lowered to 6” from 8’.

2. CPRS Community Service Award: Mick Jessop stated that the CPRS Community
Service Award Dinner will be in February with nominations due this month.
Nominations were discussed and there will be no submission for this year.

3. Marina Supervisor Update: Mick Jessop reported that since the City is still in a
hiring freeze, staff will make the request for authorization to advertise for the Marina
Supervisor position on February 17. The estimated start date for the position will be
probably 3 months or so. Mick reported that three part time staff are overseeing the
daily tasks and maintenance of the Marina.

4. General Plan Update: Mick Jessop stated that Chapter 8, Community Facilities and
Services, portion of the General plan is not completed yet. The Housing element
was passed out for review.

City Parks Inspection Reports: Mick Jessop stated that Public Works
recently trimmed the bushes off the sidewalk at Goepp Park as was
requested by the Parks and Recreation Commission.
